Wind Symphony: I had asked all sections to provide me with a sectional time this week. I put the ones in that I know about. Sectionals are not optional and for a  grade, lets work smart getting ready for the performance of a lifetime at CMEA.
Those Auditioning for CSU or NoCo Honor Bands:

- You may choose to record these with your private teachers (tell me ASAP)

- Perform the whole all-state excerpt for CSU. Perform the NoCo excerpt for NoCo. Both require the following scales: A. One major scale of your choice (2 octaves or full range):  in sixteenth notes, at quarter note=112 B. One harmonic minor scale of your choice (2 octaves or full range): in eighth notes, at quarter note= 120 C. Full-range chromatic scale: in eighth notes, at quarter note= 80
- Soph-seniors can try out for CSU
- All can try out for NoCo
- Remember, as per our handbook, band is a year-round curriculum so please get this taken care of ASAP. Parents: contact me with questions and then work closely with your counselors.
- We are in need of small ensembles to perform at the first ever collage concert (December 4th), Santa Breakfast (Dec 6th), and/or Gulley’s Winterfest Fundraiser (Dec 13). You do not have to play at all of the events. Get together groups of 3-5 (ideally in like instruments or common instrumentations) and sign up in the band hall. He will provide you with music to prepare.
